	Experience finding out where London is using sensory means.  How would we travel there, how far away is it from here?
What would we see and hear if we went to London now, what we would see and hear if we were in London during the 17th Century. 

Find London on Google Earth.
Look at photos/videos of different sights and sounds of London both now and in the time of the Fire. 
Listen to the sounds of London – traffic, voices, trains, buses, Big Ben etc.  Put the sounds on switches and encourage pupils to press and listen.  – Record responses.

Listen to sounds that you might have heard during the 17th century - lots of voices, animals, no traffic – hooves, cart wheels on cobbles. 

Create a large sensory art work depicting horse and cart – pupils to ‘travel’ in the horse and cart around 17th Century London. 

Create a large sensory art work of a red London bus.  – Pupils to ‘travel’ in the bus around modern day London.   
	Explore finding out about London through a range of means.  How would we get there, how far away is it from here?  Look at how London has changed from the 17th Century until now.  

Use Google Earth, internet and maps to find out where London is.  
How would we get there – what type of transport could we use to get there?

Look at photos/videos of different sights and sounds of London both now and in the 17th century – what is the same/different?

Take a virtual ‘tour’ of London from the 17th century.   – Take a trip on a horse and cart – what would we see/hear?   

Take a virtual ‘tour’ of London now (iPad app, video on IWB etc.) – what would we see/hear? 

Explore why London is such an important place – who lives there, what happens there etc. 

Create some art work depicting scenes of London both in the 17th century and now. 
	Investigate the city of London, where it is, how far it is from here, how we would get there.  Compare the city as it is now to what it was in the 17th century.   What is the same/different?

Investigate where London is in relation to us.  Use Google Earth, internet, maps etc.   Pinpoint London on a map of the UK.

Investigate how we would get to London, how far away is it?  What type of transport would we use to get there? 

Investigate what London was like during the 17th Century – if we visited during this time, what would we see?  What types of buildings would there be?  What would people be dressed like?  What would we hear?  What types of transport would we see?
Use the information for a range of art, English and creative work. 

Investigate what London is like now - 
If we visited during this time, what would we see?  What types of buildings would there be?  What would people be dressed like?  What would we hear?  What types of transport would we see?
Use the information for a range of art, English and creative work. 

Investigate what is special/important about London – why is it the capital?, what happens there?  Who are the important people who live there? 

Take a virtual tour on the iPad – find the parts of London that were affected by the fire – what do they look like now, what is there now?



	What is fire?
	Experience the sensory aspect of fire, heat, smell, texture of burnt materials, charcoal residue. 

Explore different things through touch,  that give us heat – hot water bottles, hot foot spa, heat pads etc.  Compare with cold things to show the contrast. 

Go into the outdoor area and light a fire in the fire pit.  Feel, see, hear and smell the fire. 
Toast bread or marshmallows on the fire to see the effects of what it does. 

Create a fire collage/art work out of a range of materials, textures and colours.  Encourage choice making in a range of different ways. 

Use videos, cartoons and jingles about fire – see what it looks like.  Record responses to sounds and sights. 

Listen to the sounds of a fire, crackle, pops, rustle.  Use different instruments and materials to make the sounds of a fire – record the sounds and play back. 
	Explore fire – what it is, what causes it, what the effects of it are. 

Find out about different things that create heat – hot water bottles, fires, candles, etc.  What causes the heat?  Contrast with things that are cold. 

Find out about things that create fire - matches, candles, wood etc. 

Go to the outdoor area and light a fire in the fire pit.   – talk about what we will need to make fire and what we need to do to keep safe around fire.   Take some items to toast in the fire to see what the effect is.  (food and non-food)  Record what happens when fire touches the different materials. 

Explore different uses of fire – why do we need it?  (Heat, fuel, cook food, used in transport – steam trains)

Use ‘fire’ as a basis for English work – poems, writing, mark making. 

Use ‘fire’ as a basis for creative work – music, drama, dance, art. 

	Investigate fire, how is it made, what causes it, what are the effects?  How can we prevent it?

Use different means including internet, books, videos etc, to investigate what fire is. 

Investigate things that create heat, hot water bottles, boiled kettle etc – how is heat different to fire?

Investigate the difference of fire versus heat (toast bread in the toaster and on an open flame – what is the difference?)

Use the outdoor fire pit area to investigate the effects of fire.  What will fire do on different foods, materials etc – make predictions and then test the results.  Record the results. 

Investigate the uses of fire – how is it used for fuel, food, heat etc?  Present the information in different ways. 

Investigate the dangers of fire – why is fire dangerous, what do we have to do to keep ourselves safe?

Use ‘fire’ as a basis for English work – poems, writing etc

Use ‘fire’ as a basis for creative work – music, drama, dance, art. 


	Causes of fire/things that burn in 17th Century Britain

(jobs at that time – 
Cheap materials, close housing, black powder, open fireplace, use of candles
	Experience finding out about things that would burn or cause fire.  Experience finding out about materials, buildings and living conditions at the time 

Explore different things that burn – feel different materials and textures of items that can burn.   – use to create a 3D art work about fires and things that burn. 

Test some of the things that burn in the outdoor fire pit area. 

Explore fireworks and sparklers - link work to bonfire night activities. 


	Explore some of the reasons why the Great Fire of London spread – buildings close together, cheap materials, black gunpowder in piles, open fireplaces, use of candles etc. 

Link to work above – find out about things that burn – what types of materials would have been used in construction during the time?

There were many open fireplaces to cook foods and give heat – why might these have caused fires?  - how does this compare to how we cook/heat our homes now?

Link to firework and bonfire night activities. 
	Investigate the causes of why the Fire of London spread so quickly – see other group.   Compare these causes and factors to nowadays. 

Investigate some of the reasons why the fire spread so quickly (see list at the side) – pay attention to the way that the houses were built – the materials used and how close they were together. 

Create a piece of writing or art work to demonstrate the risk of fires in 17th century London.  

	Where did it start?
Bakery and Bakers
Pudding Lane
	Experience finding out about the bakers shop where the fire started.  Use senses to explore different aspects of the bakery and materials found within. 

Use different senses to explore things to do with the Bakery. 
Touch/smell/taste/look at flour, breads, dough, baked goods.  

Warm up bread or other baked goods to smell, taste and touch. 

Use food technology sessions to role play ‘being a baker’ and making a range of baked goods. 

Use flour, sugar etc. for mark making and early writing activities. 


	Explore the seat of the fire – bakers shop in pudding lane.  Who was the baker?  What was his job?  What did they bake in 17th century London?  

Explore the role of a baker – what sorts of things would they make in 17th Century Britain?  

Use food technology sessions to make different baked goods.

Explore baked items using different senses – what it smells like, feels like, and tastes like.  Record likes and dislikes. 

Use bakery items for early writing and creative activities. 


	Investigate where the fire started – who was the baker? Where was the shop? What sorts of things 

Investigate the role of a baker in 17th century London – what did they bake?  How does it compare to now?

How were things made in 17th century – what ingredients were used, what tools/equipment did they have, how were things cooked? How does this compare to now?

Investigate where Pudding lane was – does it still exist, what sorts of things are there now – what does it look like now and compare to the 17th century. 



	
	Bakers in the olden days baked on open fires- use the outdoor fire area to bake some dough that they have made. 

	
	Look at different street names – why was it called Pudding lane?  What information do street names give us about the history of a place?  
What other names could have been given to the street?
Make a street sign to represent different names/history. 

Visit a modern bakery either in a supermarket, bakery shop or Warburton’s.     How different are they now compared to 17th century London?

	Buildings and Materials then and now. 
	Experience using different senses to explore materials used in buildings then and now.  Use materials in a range of creative and craft activities. 

Explore a range of building materials that were common in the 17th century:

Wood
Mud
Hay 

Explore a range of building materials that are common now:

Bricks
Cement
Tiles
Breeze blocks
Wood
Stone

Build own versions of structures and houses using different materials. 
	Explore the different range of materials that were used in buildings both then and now. Explore how these caused the fire to be so fierce. 

Explore the range of materials that were used to build houses in the 17th Century:

Wood, mud, hay, sticks etc.   – Why would these be at risk of fire?

Compare to the range of materials that we use now:  bricks, cement, tiles, breeze blocks, wood, and stone – what is the same/different?

Use different materials to build own house constructions.  – Base on the model of houses built in both 17th century and now – compare what they look like. 

Make representations of buildings then and now for different art work. 
	Investigate the different materials used to build structures and buildings during this time and how these added to the effects of the fire.

Investigate how houses were built in olden times – what types of materials were used, what the layout was, what rooms/facilities they had. 

Investigate the materials being used to build 17th century houses – why would the fire have spread so quickly – what was it about the materials and design of the house that caused problems?

Visit an older house such as Ordsall Hall (note this is earlier than 17th century) – look at the construction, beams, wood inside etc. 

Use Purple Mash design a house app to design both a modern and olden house. 



	Firefighters then and now
	Experience finding out about the work and role of a firefighter using a range of sensory exploration.  Explore their role, tools and how they are different to now and back in the 17th Century. 

Explore the role of a fire fighter, compare with then and now. 

Then- leather buckets, metal hooks (to pull down buildings and tiles), water squirts (simple hoses), ladders, pick axes, early fire engines with water tanks. 

See how this has progressed to now:
Fully equipped fire engines, uniforms, fire proof clothes, hoses, ladders, pick axes, torches, breathing apparatus etc. 

Role play being a fire fighter – dress up and ‘put out fire’.  

Set up a hose  and practice ‘putting out the fire’  (make a model of the great fire of London to squirt the water over)

Listen to sensory stories about Firemen

Use different items to put out fire – water pistols, jugs, hoses, water tubes –which works best?

Organise a visit from the fire brigade or visit Eccles Fire station. 

Explore a range of cause and effect toys, e.g.  toy fire engine – switch attached to game on the whiteboard. 
	Explore the role of the firefighters both then and now, what equipment they had, the uniform, fire engines, how they got their water source etc.   

Explore the role of a firefighter - what their role is, what equipment they have, what uniform they have etc.   Compare with firefighters from previous (see preformal column) 

Name/match/recognise different pieces of equipment and uniform – what is each of them for?

Role play being a fire fighter – what do we need, what do we do?  
Set up a hose and ‘put out the fire’ 

Explore fire engines – what they are made from, the equipment that is on them – how these compare with ‘fire engines’ from the 17th century?

Visit a local fire station or organise a visit from the fire brigade.

Use stories, songs and poems about fire fighters as a basis for different work and understanding about roles. 

Find ways of making water travel from one place to another – pipes, tubes, bucket line etc. 
	Investigate the role of firefighters both in 17th Century and now.  What are the similarities/differences?  What would it have been like being a firefighter in the 17th Century compared to now?

Investigate the role of a firefighter both in the 17th Century and now. 

Compare what types of equipment were used both then and now – which is better and why?

Compare the uniform and clothing from then and now – which is better and why?

Be a firefighter - write about the role of a firefighter - role play the activities relating to a firefighter. 

Visit a local fire station or ask them to visit school.  Discuss questions to ask the firefighters.   

Use visit as a source for follow up work – writing, drawing, pictures. 

Share and learn some stories relating to firefighters. 

Investigate ways of making water travel from one location to another by a range of means. 





	Aftermath
	
	Explore the aftermath of the fire – how many buildings were destroyed, how people survived.  Were any changes made as a result of the fire? 

Look at photos of what it was like after the fire – destroyed buildings, destruction. 

What would people have to do? – Rebuild, find shelter – where did people go and live?


	Investigate the aftermath of the fire – what was destroyed/what survived?  What changes happened as a result of the fire – what learning took place?

Investigate the after effects of the fire – what was destroyed/what survived?

How were things rebuilt? -  what lessons were learnt?  (buildings built further apart, less flammable materials.)

Look at how pupils would design and build new buildings if they were living in 17th century London.  

How did people cope with the loss of their houses?   What sorts of feelings would they have? 
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
