The items made throughout this theme will be made for the purpose of selling during Business and Enterprise week.

What are we going to sell?  What is the target market?
	Explore a range of objects related to the theme through visual means – record responses – what do pupils prefer in terms of colour, shiny, bright, sparkly, dull etc.

Explore a range of objects relating to the theme through tactile means – record responses – what touch do pupils prefer – hard/soft, rough/smooth, fur, metal, plastic etc. 

Explore a range of objects relating to the theme through smell and taste (if appropriate) - record responses – what smell/taste to they prefer. 

Explore a range of objects/activities relating to the theme through sound (if appropriate) – what are the preferences of sound?

Make a record of things that the pupils enjoying doing, playing with – link this to the things to make and produce. 

Have other pupils visit the class, or go to another class with different favoured objects/foods/ activities etc. – pupils to share these and find out which are favoured across school. 
	Pupils to think about items that they could make relating to the current theme.  Make a list (written, visual etc) as to what could be made.   Decide what to make and why.

Carry out a simple survey in class and across school to find out which item on the list would be the most popular and why.
	Pupils to think about and suggest items that they could make and sell that relate to the theme.  Make a list in whatever form needed – vote on what they would like to make to create a more manageable list. 

Pupils to carry out a survey across school of pupils and staff to find out which of the items are the most popular and therefore the best to make. – use different mathematical ways of presenting the data. 

	What is the product made of?
	
	Explore a range of different products similar to the ones pupils are planning on making.   – What are the components that make up the object?

Explore the properties of different objects -and find out what they are made from and why. 

Think about the best materials that we could use to make our product – what we need, where it will come from, what will be the cost, how will we put it together. 
	Investigate the different materials that are used in the production of a range of objects, toys, products.  

Why are certain materials used for different products?  Test what would happen if we used other materials for products, eg if we used paper or card to make a kettle. 

How are things put together – look at how materials are joined, how they move, how we can add moving parts to our items if needed. 

	
	
	
	Discuss the item (s) that pupils are going to make – what would be the best materials and why?  Design and carry out experiments and activities to test their thoughts. 

Finalise a list of items that would be needed to make the item and find out where we will source it from.

If possible go and buy the items that are needed to make the product. 

	Why do people want it?
	
	Link to above work on finding out the target market and preferred/favourite items. 
	Think about the item (s) that are going to be made – why are we making them, what is the purpose?

Design and create a simple questionnaire (using symbols, words, pictures etc)  to ask a range of people around school.

	How does it smell, feel, taste, look like?
	
	Gather the materials required to make the item – talk about the properties of the materials – hard/soft, furry/smooth etc. 

If it is a food stuff – how does it taste, do we like the individual components?  How is it different when everything is mixed?  What do pupils like/dislike?

If the item has a fragrance – what does it smell like, what are the reactions/opinions of the pupils?

Do we like how the item looks – the colours, shape, textures etc. 

Evaluate the project when it is finished. 
	Discuss the different senses that will be used to explore/use the item that is being made – is it eaten, is it for smelling, is it to look at, etc?

Investigate each of the individual components that will make the item – discuss the properties of these in relation to different senses – what do we like/dislike? 

Once the item is made – evaluate it in terms of the colour, shape, texture, smell, touch etc. 



	How much does it cost to make?

	Link to work on money and coin recognition.  

Visit the local shops or use the internet to find out the costing of the materials needed to make the items – link to coin recognition work. 

Have a ‘shop’ in school so pupils can go and buy the things that they need and experience buying and selling. 

Work out how much to sell our item for  - use coins to practice buying and selling. 
	Investigate the costings of the individual materials needed to make the item – how much do they cost –what coins/notes do we need to make those amounts?

Compare different shops (use internet for research)  can we find where we can buy things cheaper?

Visit local shops to carry out research into prices and using money.

Have a shop in class or school to practice buying and selling as well as handling money. 

Work out how much it will cost to make the item – what will we sell it for?  How much extra money/profit do we want to make?

What are our favourite songs/jingles that are being used at the moment – which jingles to children recognise?  Howe important is it to have music/ jingle on an advert?  

Create different songs/sounds using instruments, computer synthesizer programmes (purple mash) etc. 

Record songs and sounds, vote on the best. 

Use the iPad to film a simple advert for the product – watch and evaluate. 

Design and make a poster/ leaflet/ newspaper advert for our product. 

Design posters for Enterprise day advertising the item.
