Impact of Pupil Premium Funding 2016-17
The cohort of pupils in receipt of Pupil Premium in 2016-17 was 102 pupils.  Funding contributed to the following activities which enhanced the curriculum offered to our pupils and contributed to the development of some skills that the pupils could continue to use in extra-curricular activities within and outside of school.

Commando Joe
25 of our Pupil Premium pupils from 7 classes took part in sessions with Kelly or Lee, our Commando Joe instructors.  The aim of the activities that Kelly and Lee led with the pupils was to develop team work and problem solving skills, communication between peers, and self-esteem.  Through the activities, the pupils were also developing their physical skills.
One Year 4/5 class were focusing on challenging themselves and being patient while doing activities.  Pupils did well at increasing the time they would wait and knowing not to start on a piece of equipment when there was another person on it.
Year 1 pupils developed their confidence and ability in using different pieces of equipment in a circuit, for example, one pupil was climbing further up the ladder each time.   

Swimming
Twelve of our Pupil Premium pupils in Year 6 had weekly swimming lessons at a local swimming pool and were developing their confidence and abilities when swimming.  This ranged from confidence in the water, for example jumping into the pool, to developing their ability to use a particular swimming stroke and swimming widths and lengths within the pool.  


After School Club Transport
Transport was offered to all our Pupil Premium pupils in Years 1-6 in order to encourage attendance at our After School Clubs.  Twenty four Pupil Premium pupils attended After School Clubs and went home on the transport provided during the Summer and Autumn 2016 and Spring 2017 terms.   


Music Unlimited Sessions
All the Pupil Premium pupils had the opportunity to participate in the Music Unlimited sessions with Sue Mann.  Pupils attended well during these lessons and were observed to engage with an increased range of instruments in a variety of activities differentiated by ability.  They have also developed their singing skills where appropriate by copying singing patterns into a microphone.  Skills that the pupils are developing can then be worked on further by the staff team within the classroom.       


Educational Visits and Residential
A number of our Pupil Premium pupils have participated in educational visits out of school that have been part funded by Pupil Premium.  These have included a number of classes attending a pantomime at Christmas, Early Years visiting a farm and having a farm visit into school, and a Minibeast team visit to Blackpool Circus.  Pupils engage well with these opportunities and it adds meaning to their theme related learning.  Twelve Pupil Premium pupils from Year 6 attended a residential at Bendrigg Residential Activity Centre in May 2017.


Interactive Bike Track
Permission is now in place for the interactive bike track and it should be in place in November 2017.


Free School Meals
All Early Years and Key Stage One pupils are eligible for a Free School Meal, funded through Pupil Premium.  This means that all these pupils have access to a cooked meal on school days, contributing to their physical needs and impacting on their ability to engage with learning in class.


Gamelan Workshop
All pupils were able to access the tuned percussion instruments at an appropriate level for them at the Gamelan Workshop.  Pupils engaged with the activities and participated in a new experience.


Manchester City Sports Coaching
Pupils from classes across the school participated in sports sessions with a Sports Coach from Manchester City.  These sessions were differentiated according to pupil ability and made a positive contribution to the development of their physical skills.  One of the more able classes worked on being part of a team game and demonstrated an improvement in their ability to work together as a team.  


Playtime Initiatives
Two Welfare Staff were employed over lunchtime to provide cover for teachers / teaching assistants who were running Lunchtime Clubs.  These clubs were open to all our pupils and, on two days each week, up to 28 Pupil Premium pupils were attending clubs- choir and singing / signing.


Outdoor Learning
Two Level 4 Teaching Assistants were employed to develop resources for outdoor learning and to support teaching and learning in the outdoor areas.  Unfortunately, due to high levels of staff absence and one of these staff leaving in December 2016, outdoor learning was not developed as planned.  However, teaching staff planned and provided increasing opportunities for pupils in their class groups to learn outside the classroom throughout the school year and another member of staff has taken on the role of developing outdoor learning resources this school year.


Food Technology / Rebound support
A TA continues to be based in the Food Technology room to prepare resources and support learning.  The room is being used throughout the week as a resource to support learning in Food Technology and across the curriculum.  Having a TA based in the room allows the pupils to develop their independence as there are more adults to prompt the pupils as they develop their skills, including their communication. 

Cover in classes was also provided to release Teaching Assistants who led Rebound Therapy sessions for pupils in Years 1 – 3 during the school year.  Throughout one term, one of these year groups had access to Rebound Therapy sessions 3 times per week.  PMLD pupils had access to Rebound Therapy throughout the school year.  During these sessions, some of these pupils demonstrated the ability to anticipate cause and effect, and maintain eye contact.  They also showed pleasure while being in a variety of positions.
